ABERMULE WITH LLANDYSSIL COMMUNITY COUNCIL : The Community
Council support Abermule Communities Together (ACT) in the fight against the planned
Recycling Unit on the Abermule Business Park. The speed at which PCC progressed their
own application, increasing the size of the building very late in the planning stage and
complete lack of consultation with the Community has angered residents. PCC / Asbri
Planning did the bare minimum to inform the Community of the proposed development, at
the meeting on 4th Dec residents were treated with total disrespect. A development of this
scale and planned use on the Abermule Business Park is totally unacceptable.

The Community Council appreciate the extensive work done by the action group to get this
planning decision revoked or the development moved to a more suitable site.
